Numbots 
Your child will receive their login details so that they can practise their number knowledge at home in a fun way. Each week, the top 3 children will win a certificate in celebration assesmbly. NumBots supports the childrens place value knowledge and fluency. 
Reading 
Reading books will be sent home with your child and we endeavour to change them as soon as they have completed the book. The adults in class will also read with your child at least once a week to monitor their progress. We ask that you please listen to your child read daily and make a note of this in their reading record. Your child will need to return their finished reading book and reading record in the blue box by the door in the morning. It will be changed and ready to take home at the end of the day. 
Homework
Please make time for your child to practice their weekly spelling words, as well as reading. Children are encouraged to practice their numbers on NumBots. Let me know if you need a password reminder.
Website 
The website will be updated fortnightly with snapshots of our learning so make sure you check in to see what we’ve been doing! The website also has lots of information about our curriculum and may answer many questions you may have about the school, so please do check this first.

Spellings 
Your child will bring home a spelling list every week. These will include common exception words and words featuring our spelling rules. Spellings will be tested every Friday and new words will be set. If you notice that some words have been highlighted in your childs home spelling book, this means they spelt the word incorrectly and they will need to continue practising this word at home in their own time. Your child will receive a Spelling Shed login so that they can also practise their spellings in a fun, interactive way at home.
