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Willow Class Curriculum Letter


 Our Creative Curriculum Topic this term 

History
In the first half term, our History topic is called ‘How am I making History?’ 
Children will be looking at photographs of the past and ordering them on a simple timeline. They will learn and use the terms ‘before’ and ‘after’. They will also talk about their own memories of a place and explain why memories are special. We will have special visitors to talk to the children about their childhood in the past, so that we can discuss similarities and differences between childhood now, and in the past. If you have an older friend or relative who may be willing to come into class to share their memories, please let me know. 
Throughout the unit, the children will practise using key vocabulary to compare the present, the past and possible changes in the future.
· Geography
For the second half term, our unit will be a Geography unit called, ‘What is it like here?’  We will be learning about our immediate environment and where about we are in the world. The children will learn how to navigate a map and locate features on an aerial photograph. They will also discuss how they feel about areas of the outside area and what they could do to make changes by looking at the results of a survey. Then they will draw a design to improve some of the outside area from what they have discovered. 




Computing 
In computing, the children will be learning about online safety. They will also learn how to use a laptop independently, turning it on and shutting it down. 

Phonics
Phase 4 and 5 Phonics will be taught daily through the Little Wandle scheme. This will be delivered alongside, Little Wandle guided reading sessions. 
Guided Reading
Guided reading will be taught 3 times a week. Children will focus on decoding, prosody and comprehension skills. 

English 
In English we will be learning about labels and lists, and using the books Gruffalo Crumble, Farmer Duck and Voices in the Park as stimulus for a variety of writing opportunities. Our focus this term will be on building sentence structure, stamina, writing styles, spellings and punctuation. In the first few weeks back, we will have a whole school unit called, Money in the Bank, with a focus on poverty and our school values.
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Science
· In the first half term we will be learning about ‘Seasonal Changes’. The children will learn to name the four seasons in order and describe the typical weather in each. They will learn and name some activities and events in the four seasons. They will also learn to describe the appearance of a tree’s leaves in each season. The children will be using pictograms to collect data and learn about how the hours of daylight change in different times of the year. They will learn that summer has the most daylight hours and winter has the least daylight hours. Finally, the children will learn about how the weather is different in different cities of the UK. 
· In the second half term, we will learn about everyday materials. We are going to carry out investigations to find out what everyday objects are made of. We will investigate what they look, feel and sound like. Also, they will look at materials and compare their properties. 
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In RE, this term we will be answering the questions; 
Is Shabbat important to Jewish children?
And Why does Christmas matter to Christians?
We will look at how Christianity and Judaism celebrate both special occasions. 

Maths 
In Maths, this term we will be covering place value, addition and subtract and Geometry. This year we are following the Whiterose scheme of learning which fits in well with the national curriculum recommendations. 


Art/DT
· In the drawing unit the children will be using different materials such as pencil, string and chalk to create different lines. They will experiment with a range of mark-making techniques, responding appropriately to music.  The children will use their skills and apply a range of marks successfully to a drawing. Finally, they will produce a drawing that displays observational skill, experimenting with a range of lines and mark making.
In the painting unit the children will learn the names of the primary colours. They will explore coloured materials to mix secondary colours. Similarly, they will mix primary colours to make secondary colours. Furthering this, they will mix five different shades of a secondary colour to decorate their hand designs. Finally, they will mix secondary colours with confidence to paint a plate in the style of an artist. 




Music
In Music, we will be learning the song ‘Hey You!’ which is an Old School Hip-Hop style Song. The children will have opportunities to sing and play on a glockenspiel. The children will appraise different types of music, improvise, compose and perform. 

PSHE
In PSHE, the children are learning about ‘Families and Relationships’. The children will learn about how all families are different and discuss friendships, learning to understand emotions. They will discuss and describe what people might look like if they are feeling: angry, scared, upset or worried and identify ways of responding to this by either offering help or giving them space. The children will learn skills they need to work well with others and how to overcome problems. We will also be learning about stereotypes and how girls and boys can both enjoy doing the same things. 
· In the second half of the term, the children will learn to describe how they feel using appropriate vocabulary, recognising what different emotions might look/feel like. The children will identify their own qualities and strengths and they will recognise something they want to get better at. We will discuss their bedtime routines and learn about why sleep is important. Also, we will learn about germs and how they spread. The children will learn ways of preventing germs from spreading. Finally, the children will learn about allergies and how to stay safe in the sun. 
 


PE
In the first half term, the children will be learning ‘Fundamental Skills’ with Lewis. This includes, exploring balance, running at different speeds and changing direction, jumping, hopping and skipping. In the second half term, the children will be covering a gymnastics unit. In this unit the children will, explore travelling movements, creating shapes and linking them in a sequence, developing their stability and control and learning to perform different types of rolls.
